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PRAVNI I GOSPODARSKI CIMBENICI ODRZIVOG RAZVOJA ELAFITSKIH
OTOKA — EUROPSKI KONTEKST

SAZETAK

Potaknuta dominantnom paradigmom odrzivog razvoja drzava S§titi podrucja od
posebnog interesa zakonodavnim, stratesko-planskim, poticajnim i interventnim mjerama.
Podrzavaju sepoticajna optimalna rjeSenja razvoja ruralnih podrucja, koja, uz ostale elemente,

karakteriziraju procesi demografskog starenja, depopulacije i gospodarske stagnacije.

Jedno od takvih podrucja su otoci, a svi parametri ukazuju na potrebu znanstvenog
utvrdivanja uzroka zaostajanja i depopulacije. Potencijali otoka za razvoj selektivnih vrsta
turizma vezuju se uz razvoj gospodarskih djelatnosti utemeljenih na nacelima odrzivog razvoja

te osiguravaju pretpostavke za promjenu stanja.

Zakonska regulativa stvorila je odredene okvire unutar kojih se vide moguénosti da se
selektivnim strateSkim, znanstvenim pristupom i temeljitim socioloskim studijama, uz poticaje
raznim fiskalnim i drugim mjerama, stanje strukturno znatno unaprijedi.Razvijene ekonomije
desetlje¢ima dograduju svoje modele lokalne samouprave, ¢ine¢i ih u€inkovitijim na razvojnim
okvirima "Lokalne Agende 21" i "Agende 2030". Razmotriti ¢e se relevantnost niza
obvezuju¢ih dokumenta: Rimski i1 Lisabonski ugovori, Arhuska konvencija; Ekolosko
zakonodavstvo; UN Ciljevi odrzivog razvoja 1 Agenda 2030 kao 1 ostale serije seta Indikatora

odrzZivog razvoja.

Ovaj doktorski rad naznacit ¢e moguce okvire 1 smjernice selektivnog odrzivog
gospodarskog razvoja. Uz analizu postojeCeg stanja, interdisciplinarnim metodoloskim
pristupom utvrdit ¢e se uzroci zaostajanja 1 depopulacije te meduovisnost kulture,
gospodarskog razvoja i potencijala lokacija. Znanstveni doprinos definirat ¢e specificne okvire
planiranja strategija odrzivog razvoja i legislative upravljanja razvojem naseljenih Elafitskih

otoka; Kolo&epa, Lopuda i Sipana koji su urbana cjelina grada Dubrovnika.
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LEGAL AND ECONOMIC FACTORS OF SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT OF
ELAFIT ISLANDS - EUROPEAN CONTEXT

ABSTRACT

Driven by the dominant paradigm of sustainable development, state protects areas of
particular interest through legislative, strategic planning, incentive and intervention measures. In
particular, encouraging optimal solutions to rural development are supported, which, among other
elements, are characterized by processes of demographic aging, depopulation and economic
stagnation.

One such area are the islands, and all the parameters indicate the need to scientifically
determine the causes of developmental delay and depopulation. The potentials of the islands for the
development of selective types of tourism, linked to the development of economic activities based on
the naceloles of sustainable development, provide prerequisites for changing the situation.

Legislation has created certain frameworks within which opportunities are seen to improve
the situation structurally significantly through a selective strategic, scientific approach and thorough
sociological studies, with incentives through various fiscal and other measures. Developed economies
have been upgrading their local government models for decades, making them more effective in the
'‘Local Agenda 21' and '2030 Agenda' development frameworks. The relevance of a number of binding
instruments will be considered: the Treaty of Rome and Lisbon, the Aarhus Convention;
Environmental legislation; UN Sustainable Development Goals and Agenda 2030 as well as other
series of Sustainable Development Indicators sets.

This doctoral thesis will outline the possible frameworks and guidelines for selective
sustainable economic development. In addition to analyzing the current situation, the interdisciplinary
methodological approach will identify the causes of backwardness and depopulation, as well as the
interdependence of culture, economic development and the potential of sites. The scientific
contribution will define the specific planning frameworks for sustainable development strategies and
development management legislation for the populated Elaphite Islands; Kolocep, Lopud and Sipan

which are the urban unit of the City of Dubrovnik.
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
